Minor Checklist

The minor is designed to provide a grounding in ancient Greek and Roman civilization. It requires students to
learn about the history, literature, religion, philosophy and material culture of ancient Greece and Rome,
primarily through the close reading and analysis of original Greek and Latin texts in translation.
