Whereas, ​the mission of the College of Literature, Science, and the Arts Student Government 
(hereafter LSA SG) is to “actively seek the voices of LSA students and advocate their interests to 
improve academic and non-academic life” ; and, 1

 
Whereas, ​There is currently $43,225.74 in the LSA SG SOAS; and, 
 
Whereas, ​The Treasurer must prepare the LSA SG semesterly budget within three weeks of 
receiving the levied student fees ; and, 2

 
Whereas,​ Historically, the levied student fees are transferred to the LSA SG SOAS three weeks 
after the start of classes; and, 
 
Whereas, ​The Budget Allocations Committee (hereafter BAC) Chair and Vice-Chair would like 
to begin reviewing funding applications submitted by student organizations as early as January 
29, 2021. 
 
Be it therefore resolved,​ BAC will be awarded $10,000 from the LSA SG Fall 2020 surplus to 
disburse among student organizations awarded funding from LSA SG in accordance with the 
policies listed under Chapter 13 of the Official LSA SG Bylaws; and,

Be it further resolved, ​Upon the receipt of the Winter 2021 levied student fees, the remainder of 
this budget will be dissolved and redistributed among LSA SG under the Official Winter 2021 
LSA SG Budget; and, 
 
Be it finally resolved, ​BAC may begin allocating funds to student organizations upon the 
passing of this resolution.
