            EMPOWERMENT PEDAGOGIES AND INTERVENTIONS
Using new teaching methodologies, innovative education modules are developed to empower marginalized populations in the areas of HIV/AIDS, violence and reproductive health, modules are currently being used by CBOs in Jamaica, University of Zululand, Durban, Cape Town, Johannesburg and Soweto, South Africa and the USA. Recent quantitative research shows that over 70,000 people have been reached by this pedagogy. 

TRANSFORMATIONAL PEDAGOGIES FOR UNIVERSITY STUDENTS

Through the class activism in race and gender and health, students are taught the module to teach their own communities at home the HIV module and then teach the module in South Africa. This process challenges their construct of the world and provides a moment for them to see how they make a difference in people’s lives through the module. The personal and political transformation that they undergo radically changes their view of themselves and they become activists in the many fields that they choose. Over 100 students have been radicalized this way.
EVALUATION OF THE PEDAGOGY OF ACTION
  Evaluations over The 11 years, indicate that second generation teachers at the University of Zululand who were taught the module in the last two years have, on their own, taught 20,000 people this HIV education oral education , in rural clinics hospitals and communities. In 2009-2011  an additional 8,000 was added to this total. The other peer groups and universities account  for at least  40,000  since the inception of the program
